DESCRIBING YOUR ART
Here are some of the words that can be used to think, write, and talk about the pictures you make.  They are separated into two types of terminology – those that objectively describe what is observable on the page and those that subjectively convey the feeling quality of the expression.
LINES

OBJECTIVE:  straight, curved, horizontal, vertical, diagonal, circular, angular, looping, stepped, undulating, wavy, jagged, spiraling, zig-zag, short, long, continuous, broken, thin, thick, light, heavy, upward, downward, faint, jumbled, sharp, random, winding, outlining, enclosing, smeary, radiating.

SUBJECTIVE:  dynamic, lyrical, calm, passive, blurry, delicate, drooping, wriggly, turbulent, solid, rigid, limp, flowing, spontaneous, wispy, uncertain, direct,, scribbly, gentle, fragile, sensuous, agitated, elegant, forceful, intense, aggressive, graceful, ordinary, chaotic, activated, free

OBJECTIVE;  smooth, rough, soft, hard, rugged, sticky, grainy, silky, slick, fuzzy, scratchy, pebbled, prickly, ridged, pocked, uneven, coarse, stiff, woven, wet, dry, cottony, cushiony, feathery, fluffy, furry, spongy, fleecy, slick, firm, dense, rocky
SUBJECTIVE:  sensuous, pleasant, unpleasant, soothing, disturbing

COLOR
OBJECTIVE:  Dark, light, dull, bright, grayed, warm, cool, hot, cold, faded, matte, shiny, gradated, translucent, transparent, clear, opaque, glossy, flat, neon, metallic

SUBJECTIVE:  shadowy, muddy, powerful, rich, quiet, serene, shocking, calming, exciting, invigorating, harmonious, dynamic, luminous, harsh, soft, dramatic, expressive, surreal, mysterious, underplayed, clean, dirty, wild, weak

COMPOSITION
OBJECTIVE:  repetitive, rhythmic, geometric, formal, simple, intricate, empty, blank, symmetrical, asymmetrical, fragmented, complex, organized, filled

SUBJECTIVE:  dynamic, mechanical, disturbing, stark, appealing, disorienting, monotonous, chaotic, tense, boring, moving, awkward, confusing, flowing, unified, fragmented
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
